Artist Layla Fanucci Reaches Career Milestone 

32 Paintings Sold in 2013

SAN FRANCISCO (January X, 2013) – Renowned painter, Layla Fanucci, whose vibrant, energetic cityscape paintings are developed by way of a highly unique process of layering cities on top of cities, is pleased to announce she has reached a milestone achievement in 2013, having sold 32 original artworks in one year.  This marks Fanucci’s best year to date in sales, signifying a 167 percent jump over 2012 when she sold a total of 12 paintings.  
“It is the goal for any artist to have people connect with your work on a deeper level," Fanucci says. "When the number of collectors reflects that, as it did for me in 2013, it’s a humbling feeling.”

Musician and composer-turned-artist, Fanucci has spent the last 13 years perfecting the abstract, powerful cityscapes for which she is known today. Her paintings are executed in frenetic brush strokes that capture the unique character of each city that she paints, layering city upon city. Architectural in nature, Fanucci looks to photographs and postcards from her travels  - or from her own imagination - for inspiration. The resulting images attest to the diversity of urban life and the human moods that infuse each city with its unique character.

Fanucci attributes the significant increase in sales to an improved economy and greater access to her collectors via more personalized engagement opportunities both on-site and online. Fanucci and her husband, Robert, own Charter Oak Winery, a boutique, award-winning winery in Napa Valley, where she maintains her studio and welcomes visitors from around the world.

Overall, Fanucci has sold over 260 paintings, and her work has been shown in more than 200 galleries and museums worldwide. Fanucci’s paintings have gained recognition in recent years thanks to the 2011 release of Layla’s book “City of Dreams Unabridged 1999-2011” (a collection of her work) and the three-month solo exhibition at the Muse de Marrakech in Morocco in 2010, which elevated Fanucci’s standing in the international art sector. 

The sale price for Fanucci’s paintings sold in 2013 ranged from $2,400 to $100,000.
Looking forward to 2014, Fanucci’s work will also be recognized in Marlo Thomas's new book "It Ain't Over...Till It's Over," which is due out in April 2014. The book is a collection of inspiring stories about ordinary women who have reinvented themselves in extraordinary ways. Fanucci’s portion will focus on her transition from music teacher/composer to renowned artist. Additionally, two of Layla’s pieces will be featured in a solo exhibition at the Napa Valley Museum from January 10 – March 23, 2014.
